Exhibitors can enter the fair hall during the fairdays at 9 a.m. . .Outside these set times during the mounting and exposition layout and dismantling the exhibitors and their subcontractors are allowed to be on fair territory only when paying additional fee 500kr/hour.
3. APPLICATIONS FOR EXHIBITION SPACE
The application form should be completed by the exhibitor and returned to the organizers by November 20th, 2010. The application form can also be downloaded from homepage www.tartunaitused.ee. 
4. EXHIBITORS AND EXHIBITS
Exhibitors may be all legal entitles, whose products correspond to the theme of exhibition. Co-exhibitor is a company or organization exposing his products and services on exhibition space rented by principal exhibitor and whose name and data appears in the exhibitors’ registry.  The main exhibitor will be liable to the organizers for the payments concerning a co-exhibitor.
Note: Removal of the exhibits from the stand during the exhibition is prohibited. 
5. RENTAL OF SPACE AND STANDS
Indoor space rent (without construction & design) 29 EUR/m², includes the charge for the exhibition area with general lightning, general cleaning and general security alarm system in the exhibition area. Standard ready-made stand (incl. rent for space and constructions: walls, fascia, carpet, spotlights, socket, also general lightning, general cleaning and general security alarm system in the exhibition area) costs 35-42 EUR/m². 

Orders for the exhibition space are treated in order of submission.
6. PARTICIPATION  FEE
The non-repayable participation fee of exhibition is 128 EUR per exhibitor and includes of identity cards for participants, issuance of invitation cards for visitors (1 per 1m²), general advertising expenses of exhibition preparation.
The supplementary fee for co-exhibitor is 128 EUR.
7. TERMS OF PAYMENT
The participation fee for main exhibitor and co-exhibitor, reserved exhibition space and stand rentals shall be transferred to Tartu Fairs by the due date on the invoice presented by the organizer. The exhibitor is entitled to cancel his reservation fee by informing the organizers in writing, but has to pay the participation fee in full. All payments concerning other services (except these, to be paid in advance) or other liabilities are to be transferred to the Tartu Fairs within 7 days from the date of invoice submitted by after closing of the event.
8. CANCELLATION 

The right to the use of the stand will revert to the organizers if:

1. the space and stand rentals and the participation fee are not paid in time;

2. the exhibitor fails to follow the terms of participation for the named event.

Cancellation of the confirmed space reservation must be submitted in writing and will be effective upon receipt by the organizers. The participation fee 128 EUR  must be paid.
The exhibitor will be charged for cancellation 100% of the space and stand rental if the refusal comes after November 15, 2010.
9. IDENTITY CARDS FOR PARTICIPANTS
Identity cards are issued to the exhibitors on December 3, 2010 depending on the size of the exposition area (up to 4 m² - 2 cards, over 10 m² - 4 cards). Identity cards can be additionally pre-ordered for 50 EEK/piece. Cards give permission to enter the exhibition area and halls during the mounting, exposition layout, dismantling and the business hours of the exhibition. Giving your card to another person is strictly forbidden.
10. DESIGN OF EXHIBITION AREAS
Although the organizer will determine the final location of the stands, special space requirements will be taken into consideration as far as possible. The organizers offer a selection of ready made stands to the exhibitor or hires constructions, materials, furniture, AV equipment etc. according to relevant price-list. The exhibitor decorates the ready-made stand himself or orders this service from Tartu Fairs according to separate price-list.
11. ADVERTISING AND SALE
The exhibitor can use for advertising, the inside walls of the stand rented. It is prohibited for the exhibitor to distribute advertising materials outside his own stand, to advertise other products than its own and to sell exhibited articles without special permission of Tartu Fairs. Advertising materials are allowed to be emplaced by using adhesive tape and/or hooks. Retail sale is allowed.

12. SYMBOLISM
Symbolism of the event can be used only if co-ordinated with organizers. 

13. SERVICES
The exhibitors who submitted application form in time will receive blanks by the organizers concerning subscribing to additional services. From extra requests please let us know by November  15th, 2010, at the latest.  The surcharge on orders placed during the event, i.e. 1.12-2.12.2010 is 50%.
For building on rented space and installing light by using own materials or other company than organizer, exhibitor must co-ordinate the layout plan with organizer 15th December, 2010 the latest. 

During the mounting and exposition layout, dismantling and event the Service and Info Bureau is at the disposal of exhibitors.
14. TRANSPORT SERVICES
The exhibitor organizes and pays for costs of transport by himself and is responsible for fulfilling the conditions of customs.

15. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE ORGANIZERS AND INSURANCE
The organizers are responsible for general order in the halls and accept no responsibility for exhibits, constructions, materials. All the responsibility for damage which may occur to exhibition articles both during transport to and from the exhibition area and during the period of the event, is the exhibitor's.
16. FIRE PRECAUTIONS
Tartu Fairs Ltd. is responsible for fire protection and general order in the exhibition complex. Smoking is not allowed in Tartu Fairs Centre.
17. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE EXHIBITOR

The exhibitor is responsible for the rented materials. After closing the event during 1 hour the exhibitor has to return to the organizers cleaned stand, constructions and mate​rials. The exhi​bitor has to compensate damages caused to the rented materials and technology according to the price-list. The exhibitor is obliged to avoid from activities which may disturb other exhibitors.

18. Force Majeure

In case the event is completely cancelled owing to circumstances for which the organizers are not responsible or circumstances beyond the control of the organizers, the contract will be terminated and prepaid space and stand rents will be reimbursed. Prepaid participation fee remains non-repayable.

19. COMPLAINTS 
All complaints should be submitted in writing during 1 week after closing the event.
20. GENERAL CONDITIONS

In case of any difference of interpretation as to the meaning of the present terms of participation, the Estonian language version takes precedence over versions in any other languages.
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
